- Status: Graduate students who have admission to Seoul National University for 2023 Fall semester
- Nationality: Vietnam, Indonesia, Malaysia, Thailand, Philippines, Myanmar, Cambodia, Laos (not applicable
for those who hold Korean dual citizenship)
- Major: Business/Economics, Natural Science and Engineering (Related field: Intelligence information
technology, Bio-health, New energy industry), Korean language/studies

3. Scholarship Benefits
- Full tuition, Study Allowance (KRW 1,000,000 monthly), Settlement allowance (KRW 2,500,000 one time),
Completion Grant (KRW 1,000,000 upon successful completion of degree)
- Invitation to Foundation scholarship events (exchange camps and seminars)
- Participation expenses for overseas academic conferences, and additional scholarships (separate notices and
guidelines will be given)

4. Scholarship Period (supported within the normative period)
- Master's degree program: maximum 4 semesters
- Combined master’s and doctorate program: maximum 10 semesters
- Doctoral degree program: maximum 8 semesters
% Scholarship recipients must have a 3.3/4.3 GPA at the end of semester to continue eligibility for the second semester.

% Scholarship recipients are not allowed to receive other scholarships at the same time, except for cases where the recipient
receives a work-study scholarship or a BK21 scholarship, or a one-time given scholarship

- Academic Transcript and Graduation Certificate (for Doctoral degree students, both Bachelor’s and Master’s)
